Students should look neat and tidy, with clothes that fit appropriately.  

The following styles of shirts are appropriate: - Polo-shirts - Oxford style Shirts – 

 Blazers and sweaters may be any solid color without embellishments or designs.  

 

BOTTOMS 

Bottoms must be navy, black or khaki, pants or shorts can be Docker style or cargo.  

Skirts, skorts or jumpers should be uniform material at mid or below the knee.  

 

OTHER 

Boys should wear Tzitzit and a Kippah.
